TOURNAMENT DATE 
Saturday, January 19th, 9:00am – 5:00pm and Saturday 
 Lunch break for Coaches and Officials in the WHS staff room, 12:00pm - 12:45pm, provided by WHS cooking class.  

TOURNAMENT FORMAT – This is a 1 day event with both the Novice and the Elite. 
I anticipate there should be plenty of time to complete the matches as we will likely have 4 mats going. Due to many issues from scheduling refs, to the Legends availability, and our small team at Warman, we will no longer be running the large Scratch and Claw tournament.  All rural region schools are invited, plus additional schools will be invited based on numbers.  
It will be a round robin for both the Novice and Elite with pools of 5, smaller depending on weight/entries. The first two mats that finish will be running exhibition matches that coaches are to arrange for wrestlers who haven’t had 4 matches.  
An award will be given to each winner of the pool.  We will announce pool winners as they are completed and then entered by Draw Master Sean Booth.  (Note: pool champions will be based on win/loss record. In case of a tie, positive points will be used, then # of pins).  Most refs will be University of Saskatchewan Wrestlers.

ENTRY FEE

Novice tournament - $15.00 per athlete
Elite tournament - $15.00 per athlete

Checks to be made out to Warman High School and can be given to Matt Linner at the tournament.    
WEIGH INS

Novice/Elite Tournament - Must be conducted by the head coach, a certified provincial official or a school administrator.  Registration will be completed through Track Wrestling.  
WEIGHT CLASSES

Athletes will be pooled according to scratch weight.  Weight classes will be pooled based on SHSAA criteria.

TOURNAMENT REGISTRATION
All rural and invited teams, if you are planning to attend you must email me your intent to enter (mat.linner@spiritsd.ca) prior to December 21st, 2019. 
I will forward this on to Sean Booth at SAWOA, he will send you a link to register through their Track Wrestling Program.   All entries must be made on Track Wrestling by Friday, January 18th at 8:00pm. We know there will always be a few scratches/no show during the first tournament, so we will try to have bouts for those wrestlers who lose out on matches at the end as mats start to finish.
RULES

CAWA rules with SHSAA modifications. 

All matches will be 3:00 minute rounds, straight time. If the score difference is less than 5 points then the last minute of the second round will be stop time. 
SKIN CHECK

Please ensure that a thorough skin check in done on the athletes prior to the competition.  If the athlete is questionable, don’t enter them in the competition.  An athlete may be pulled out of the tournament if a skin problem is detected by the mat officials.
HIGH SCHOOL NOVICE COMPETITION

ELIGIBILITY

Any athlete who does not meet the elite tournament eligibility criteria may compete in the novice competition.  

Any male athlete weighing over 130 kg or any female athlete weighing over 105 kg will not be allowed to wrestle.
HIGH SCHOOL SENIOR/ELITE COMPETITION

ELIGIBILITY

If an athlete meets any of the following criteria they must compete in the elite competition and cannot compete in the novice competition.

1. They are currently a Grade 11 or 12 student, with a minimum of one year previous wrestling experience.

2. Are a club wrestler with more than one year experience

3. They participated in SHSAA provincials in 2015-16. 

4. They placed in the top 6 at the Canadian Juvenile National Championships or top 4 at the Canadian Cadet National Championships.

Coaches, use your best judgement. If you have a strong grade 11-12 student challenge them by putting them in Elite. If you have questions about this or any athlete that you have questions about, please email me.
